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NW Missouri State has the second-highest winning percentage during the past 20 years in the MIAA. The Bearcats 
have posted a 136-44-0 (.756) overall record in MIAA play during that span.

Northwest has an equally impressive 98-9-0 (.916) record in MIAA action since the start of the 1996 season, 
including 28 straight MIAA victories. The Bearcats last MIAA loss was a 56-35 setback against Pittsburg State in The 
Fall Classic at Arrowhead IV on Oct. 29, 2005.

Northwest has won 22 MIAA titles in the school’s history.

Pitt State in the AFCA Top 25 Poll
Pitt State has been ranked in Division II’s top 10 65 times in the last 124 polls (dating back to the 1999 season). 

[for complete poll, see page 4]

The Gorillas had been ranked among the top 25 teams in the AFCA Top 25 Poll for 106 consecutive weeks, 
including preseason and final polls, before falling from the national list on Nov. 6, 2007.

Pitt State was the only Division II program to be ranked in all 106 polls since the AFCA began administering the 
Top 25 poll in 1999. The Gorillas returned to the AFCA Top 25 in August 2008 when they were ranked No. 17 in the 
Division II Preseason Poll last year.

Pitt State has compiled a 49-28 (.636) all-time record against nationally-ranked Division II foes, including an 18-22 
(.450) mark against top 10 squads.  The Gorillas are 27-14 (.659) all-time against ranked MIAA squads.

PSU’s Regular Season Success
Pitt State has won 232 of its last 263 regular season games, posting a phenomenal 232-29-2 (.886) mark during 

the past 25 seasons (1985-2009).
PSU is 130-7-1 (.946) at home, 98-17-1 (.849) on the road and 3-5-0 (.375) at neutral sites in the regular 

season during that span.
Northwest has enjoyed an equally impressive regular season streak during the past four seasons (2006-09).  The 

Bearcats have posted a 32-3 (.914) record during that span. Northwest has dropped only its season opener in each 
of the last three seasons (2007-09). The Bearcats bounced back in both 2007 and 2008 to win their final 10 regular 
season contests those years.

Ground Game PSU’s BrEad and Butter…
Pitt State’s success can be directly linked to its ability to rush the football.
Since the 1986 season, PSU has rushed for 200-plus yards in 250 of 290 overall games.  The Gorillas have posted a 

225-24-1 (.902) record when they eclipse 200 yards rushing.  Pitt State is an even more impressive 130-4-0 (.970) 
when it eclipses 300 yards rushing.

By contrast, PSU is just 15-21-1 (.419) in the handful of games when it has been held below 200 yards rushing.
Since 1986, PSU has rushed the ball for the highest yardage total among all NCAA Division II programs, with 84,861 

yards (including postseason competition) for an average of 292.6 yards per game.

… But Don’t Overlook PSU Passing Attack
While it’s no secret Pitt State’s offensive success has been predicated on running the football, the Gorillas have 

unleashed a potent passing attack to compliment their stalwart running game.
Since the start of the 2004 season, the Gorillas have passed for 14,575 yards and 130 TDs, averaging 217.5  

passing yards and 1.9 touchdown passes per game in the last 67 outings.

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“Quick Strike Ike”
The Pitt State offense, under the direction of offensive coordinator Tim Beck, has exhibited a penchant for being a 

“quick strike” unit.
During the last five seasons (2005-09), the Pitt State offense has generated 315 scoring drives (280 TDs, 35 FGs) and 

averaged just 2:47 of elapsed time per drive. [Overtime scoring drives not included in elapsed time figures.]

Beck’s unit has been highly successful when the squad is quick out of the gates.  The Gorillas have scored on their 
opening drive 29 times (25 TDs, 4 FGs) in the last 52 games, posting a perfect 29-0 record in those games.

Pitt State Displays Prolific Offense
The Pitt State offense has asserted itself as one of the top offenses in NCAA Division II the past six seasons (2004-09) under 

offensive coordinator Tim Beck, the 2008 FootballScoop.com NCAA-II Coordinator of the Year.
Beck’s high octane “multiple choice” offense ranked either No. 1 or No. 2 nationally in both scoring and total offense in 

three of the last five seasons.
In 2004, PSU staked its claim as the most prolific offense in the history of NCAA football, leading Division II 

in scoring (55.8 ppg), rushing (354.7 ypg) and total offense (598.4 ypg).
Pitt State broke the NCAA’s 118-year-old all-time all division scoring record with 837 points, besting the old mark 

of 765 points set by Harvard in 1886.  The Gorillas also broke the all-time NCAA all division records for rushing (5,320 
yards) and total offense (8,976 yards) two years ago.  Oklahoma set the previous rushing record (5,196 yards) in 1971, 
and Texas Tech held the previous total offense mark (7,576 yards) in 2003.

In 2005, Pitt State ranked second nationally in scoring and total offense, averaging 46.8 points and 536.0 total 
yards per game.  The Gorillas also ranked seventh nationally in rushing, averaging 295.2 yards a game.

In 2006, Pitt State led NCAA Division II in scoring and ranked No. 2 nationally in total offense, averaging 44.8 points 
and 454.8 total yards per game in 2006.

In 2007, the Gorillas ranked 21st nationally in scoring and 19th nationally 
in total offense, averaging 37.4 points and 454.2 total yards per game.

Last year, Pitt State ranked 18th nationally in scoring (35.5 ppg) and 21st 
in the nation in total offense (432.6 ypg). In the Gorillas first two games in 
2009, the Pitt State offense is averaging 41.5 points and 508.0 total yards 
per game.

In Pitt State’s last 67 games, Beck’s balanced ”multiple choice” offense has 
scored 2,985 points (44.6 ppg) and compiled 19,017 rushing yards (283.8 
ypg) with 271 rushing TDs and 14,575 passing yards with 130 passing 
TDs, accounting for 33,592 total yards (501.4 ypg).

PITT STATE-NORTHWEST MIAA STAT LEADERS
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Last Meeting:  NORTHWEST 38, PITT STATE 35 (NOV. 22, 2008)
MARYVILLE, Mo. — Joel Osborn tossed a 15-yard touchdown pass to Kendall Wright with 55 seconds to 

play to lift third-ranked Northwest Missouri State University to a 38-35 victory over 10th-ranked Pittsburg State 
University in the second round of the NCAA Division II playoffs Saturday (Nov. 22) at Bearcat Stadium.

The Gorillas scored 22 unanswered points to rally from a 31-13 deficit against the Bearcats with 13:31 to 
play in the third quarter.

Brandon Clark, who rushed 20 times for 77 yards in the game, scored three second-half touchdowns – all 
from two yards out – for Pitt State. Clark’s final touchdown run – his fourth of the game – gave Pitt State a 35-31 
lead with 3:34 to play in the game.

Pitt State set the go-ahead score up with a defensive stand deep in Northwest territory after punter Jared 
Witter pinned the Bearcats at their own one yard line.

The Gorillas limited Northwest to 42 yards of total offense on six second half drives, before Northwest engi-
neered its eight-play, 54-yard go-ahead scoring drive. Osborn scrambled for an eight-yard gain on a 3rd-and-6 
play from midfield, and four plays later he converted a 27-yard pass to Nick Rhoades on 4th-and-10 from the 
PSU 42 when the Bearcats were down to their last offensive gasp.

Osborn then lobbed the game-winning score to Wright in the left corner of the end zone on the next play.
Pitt State attempted to stage a last-minute rally but Northwest forced four straight incomplete passes to hold 

the Gorillas on downs at the PSU 41 with 21 seconds remaining. Mark Smith rushed 27 times for a game-high 
123 yards and one touchdown for Pitt State. He also completed 17 of 29 passes for 185 yards.

Osborn finished the game 17 of 27 passing for 234 yards and LaRon Council rushed 18 times for 95 yards 
and three scores.

Pitt State junior quarterback John McCoy was named the MIAA Offensive Player 

of the Week Monday (Sept. 7).
McCoy (6-0, 208) rushed for a career-high 112 yards (on 15 carries) and two touch-

downs in the Gorillas’ 41-13 win over No. 7 Chadron State last Saturday in Pittsburg.
The North Attleboro, Mass., native accounted for 324 total yards and five scores in 

the contest. He tossed a 26-yard TD pass to wide receiver Kendall Fisher with 0.6 seconds 
left in the second quarter for a 34-10 halftime advantage.

For the season, McCoy has completed 24 of 40 passes (.600) for 433 yards and four 
touchdowns with just one interception.  He also has rushed the ball 25 times for 149 yards 
(6.0 ypc, 74.5 ypg) and three scores.

McCoy is entering his third career start for the Gorillas. He saw action in 11 games 
in 2008, passing for 221 yards and two TDs and rushing for 79 yards and two scores.

KUHLMAN NAMED MIAA DEFENSIVE PLAYER OF THE WEEK
Pitt State junior free safety Alex Kuhlman was named the MIAA Defensive Player of the 

Week Monday (Sept. 7) for his efforts against No. 7 Chadron State last Saturday.
Kuhlman (6-3, 202) helped the PSU defense hold Chadron State to 33 rushing yards 

in a lopsided 41-13 home win.
The Ness City, Kan., native registered an interception and a fumble recovery to go 

along with a team-leading eight stops in the game.
His interception and subsequent 27-yard return to the CSC 9 led to a Pitt State score 

and a 27-10 advantage late in the second quarter. PSU, which forced four turnovers and 
blocked a field goal attempt, scored 20 points off CSC turnovers in the contest.

For the season, Kuhlman has registered a team-leading 14 tackles (eight solo), ranking 
10th in the league in tackles (7.0 pg).

Scouting NW: COUNCIL AMONG MIAA RUSHING LEADERS
Northwest senior running back LaRon Council has picked up where he left during 

an impressive 2008 season.
Council (5-10, 210) has rushed the ball 40 times for 168 yards (4.2 ypc) and two 

touchdowns to date.  The Kansas City, Mo., native currently ranks fifth in the MIAA in 
rushing, averaging 84.0 yards per game.

Council rushed the ball 325 times for 1,739 yards (5.4 ypc) and 35 touchdowns in 
2008, averaging 115.9 yards per game. He ranked third in NCAA-II in rushing yards and 
second in the division in scoring.

For his career, Council has carried the ball 454 times for 2,430 yards (5.4 ypc) and 39 
touchdowns in 33 games.

Scouting NW: horn, paddock lead BEARcat defense
Junior linebacker Willie Horn and senior defensive end Sean Paddock have provided 

solid performances for the Bearcats in their first two outings of the 2009 campaign.
Horn (6-0, 230) has recorded a team-leading 15 tackles (nine solo), including 4.0 tackles-

for-loss and 3.0 quarterback sacks. The Lee’s Summit, Mo., native is tied for the MIAA lead in 
QB sacks and he ranks ninth in the league in tackles (7.5 pg) to date.

Horn had a game-high 10 tackles and a career-best 3.0 QB sacks in the season opener 
against Abilene Christian.

Paddock (6-2, 255) has logged 12 tackles (five solo) with 2.5 TFLs and 2.5 QB sacks. He 
ranks in a tie for third place in the MIAA in QB sacks.
