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GROUND GAME PSU’s BREAD AND BUTTER …
Pitt State’s success can be directly linked to its ability to rush the football.
Since the 1986 season, PSU has rushed for 200-plus yards in 250 of 293 overall games.  The Gorillas have posted a 

225-24-1 (.902) record when they eclipse 200 yards rushing.  Pitt State is an even more impressive 130-4-0 (.970) 
when it eclipses 300 yards rushing.

By contrast, PSU is just 16-24-1 (.402) in the handful of games when it has been held below 200 yards rushing.
Since 1986, PSU has rushed the ball for the highest yardage total among all NCAA Division II programs, with 85,434 

yards (including postseason competition) for an average of 291.6 yards per game.

… But Don’t Overlook PSU Passing Attack
While it’s no secret Pitt State’s offensive success has been predicated on running the football, the Gorillas have 

unleashed a potent passing attack to compliment their stalwart running game.
Since the start of the 2004 season, the Gorillas have passed for 15,474 yards and 134 TDs, averaging 217.9 

passing yards and 1.9 touchdown passes per game in the last 71 outings.

“Quick Strike Ike”
The Pitt State offense, under the direction of offensive coordinator Tim Beck, has exhibited a penchant for being 

a “quick strike” unit.
During the last five seasons (2005-09), the Pitt State offense has generated 328 scoring drives (292 TDs, 36 FGs) 

and averaged just 2:51 of elapsed time per drive. [Overtime scoring drives not included in elapsed time figures.]

Beck’s unit has been highly successful when the squad is quick out of the gates.  The Gorillas have scored on their 
opening drive 29 times (25 TDs, 4 FGs) in the last 55 games, posting a perfect 29-0 record in those games.

By contrast, Pitt State is 13-14 (.481) in games it doesn’t score on its opening drive during the same span.

Pitt State Displays Prolific Offense
The Pitt State offense has asserted itself as one of the top offenses in NCAA Division II the past six seasons (2004-09) under 

offensive coordinator Tim Beck, the 2008 FootballScoop.com NCAA-II Coordinator of the Year.
Beck’s high octane “multiple choice” offense ranked either No. 1 or No. 2 nationally in both scoring and total offense 

in three of the last five seasons.
In 2004, PSU staked its claim as the most prolific offense in the history of NCAA football, leading 

Division II in scoring (55.8 ppg), rushing (354.7 ypg) and total offense 
(598.4 ypg).

Pitt State broke the NCAA’s 118-year-old all-time all division scoring record 
with 837 points, besting the old mark of 765 points set by Harvard in 1886.  
The Gorillas also broke the all-time NCAA all division records for rushing (5,320 
yards) and total offense (8,976 yards) two years ago.  Oklahoma set the previous 
rushing record (5,196 yards) in 1971, and Texas Tech held the previous total 
offense mark (7,576 yards) in 2003.

In 2005, Pitt State ranked second nationally in scoring and total offense, 
averaging 46.8 points and 536.0 total yards per game.  The Gorillas also 
ranked seventh nationally in rushing, averaging 295.2 yards a game.

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In 2006, Pitt State led NCAA Division II in scoring and ranked No. 2 nationally in total offense, averaging 44.8 points 
and 454.8 total yards per game in 2006.

In 2007, the Gorillas ranked 21st nationally in scoring and 19th nationally in total offense, averaging 37.4 points 
and 454.2 total yards per game.

Last year, Pitt State ranked 18th nationally in scoring (35.5 ppg) and 21st in the nation in total offense (432.6 ypg). 
In the Gorillas first six games in 2009, the Pitt State offense is averaging 28.0 points and 414.7 total yards per game.

In Pitt State’s last 71 games, Beck’s balanced ”multiple choice” offense has scored 3,070 points (43.2 ppg) and 
compiled 19,550 rushing yards (275.4 ypg) with 279 rushing TDs and 15,474 passing yards with 134 passing TDs, 
accounting for 35,064 total yards (493.9 ypg).

Emporia enters Saturday’s action averaging 22.7 points and 371.5 total yards per game, ranking ninth in the 

MIAA in both categories.  The Hornets rank third in the conference in rushing, averaging 181.8 yard per game.
Redshirt freshman quarterback Tyler Eckenrode made his first start under center for the Hornets last week 

against Nebraska-Omaha. For the season, Eckenrode (6-0, 176) has completed 26 of 52 passes (.500) for 353 
yards and one touchdown with two interceptions, averaging 58.8 yards per game. He completed 16 of 30 passes 
for 225 yards last week agains the Mavericks.

Senior QB Andre Sloan El (6-2, 195) has completed 62 of 130 passes for 697 yards (139.4 ypg) and five TDs 
with eight INTs. He’s also rushed the ball for 165 yards and a score.

A pair of junior transfers – Kevin Smart and LaDarrian Page – lead the Hornets ground gainers.  Smart 
(5-10, 211) has carried the ball 44 times for 264 yards (6.0 ypc), averaging 44.0 yards per game and scoring a 
team-leading seven touchdowns.  Page (5-9, 175), who played for MIAA rival Missouri Western as a freshman in 
2007, has a team-leading 63 carries for 383 yards (6.1 ypc) and four TDs, averaging 63.8 yards per game.

Senior wide receiver Danny McEvoy (6-4, 205) has been the Hornets’ most consistent receiving threat. McEvoy 
has caught a team-leading 22 passes for 270 yards (12.3 ypc) and two touchdowns.  Sophomore Matt Courson 
(5-11, 178) also has 11 grabs for 176 yards (16.0 ypc) and two scores.

Defensively, the Hornets are allowing 30.2 points and 336.0 total yards per game.  Emporia ranks eighth in the 
MIAA in points allowed, but the Hornets are fourth among conference schools in total yards allowed.

Emporia has allowed 156.8 rushing yards per game and an average of 179.2 yards through the air.  The Hornets 
have forced 14 turnovers (nine INTs, five fumbles) to date.

Senior linebacker Katrel Larkins (6-1, 244) has a team-leading 50 tackles (22 solo) to date, including 5.0 TFLs 
and 2.0 quarterback sacks.  Defensive lineman Daniel Webb has a team-leading 6.5 TFLs and 4.0 QB sacks, but 
he suffered an injury vs. Fort Hays State on Sept. 26 and will miss Saturday’s action.

Junior safety Chris Woods (5-11, 185) ranks in a tie for third place in the MIAA with two interceptions in five 
games played (0.4 pg).

Sophomore kicker Chris Maxwell (6-2, 177) is 0-for-2 on field goal tries on the season.  He’s converted 10 of 
14 PAT tries on the season.  Sophomore Tyler Chilson (6-1, 213) has punted 33 times for a 38.2-yard average.

Page has averaged 23.4 yards per kickoff return, while redshirt freshman Shjuan Richardson (5-9, 165) has 
added a 19.4-yard average on kickoff returns.  Richardson also has averaged 13.0 yards on punt returns, while 
sophomore Brian Murphy (5-8, 171) has returned 13 punts for a 3.8-yard average.

more scores to lead the 10th-ranked Gorillas to a 52-7 victory over Emporia State University Saturday (Nov. 8) in the 
regular season finale at Welch Stadium.

Pitt State closes out regular season play with a 10-1 overall record and an 8-1 mark in Mid-America Intercollegiate 
Athletics Association play. The Hornets end their season 4-7 overall and 2-7 in MIAA play.

The Gorillas rattled off 45 unanswered points in the game to break at 7-7 tie midway through the first quarter.
Smith scored on an eight-yard run on the opening drive of the game to stake PSU to a 7-0 lead. ESU countered 

with a 70-yard drive with Lucas Sullivan hauling in a seven-yard pass from Andre SloanEl.
Caleb Farabi, who rushed 18 times for 101 yards, gave Pitt State a 14-7 lead with a three-yard run and Caleb 

Sanders returned an interception 23 yards to make it a 21-7 game. Jared Witter then booted a 45-yard field goal for 
a 24-7 margin, before Smith capped the first half with a 10-yard touchdown pass to Martin Burke.

Smith then added a pair of third-quarter touchdown passes to Harrison Kush, connecting from 26 and six yards 
out. John McCoy capped the scoring with a one-yard plunge in the fourth quarter.

The Gorillas compiled 407 yards of total offense, including 254 yards on the ground. Pitt State limited Emporia 
State to 112 yards of total offense in the game and just 45 net rushing yards. The Hornets managed just 52 yards in 
the game after their initial offensive series.

Rusty Morgan logged a team-leading five tackles (four solo) with three tackles-for-loss. Chadd Snyder had three 
stops, a pass breakup and an interception in the contest and Sanders had three tackles to go along with his intercep-
tion -- Pitt State’s first INT return for a score in 20 games.

PITT STATE 21, MISSOURI SOUTHERN 13 (OCT. 3, 2009)

JOPLIN, Mo. — Quarterback Jeff Smith converted a six-yard pass to wide receiver Jon Thomas on a fourth-down play 
with 1:33 to play in the game to help Pittsburg State University seal a 21-13 victory over Missouri Southern State University 
in the Sonic Miner’s Bowl Saturday (Oct. 3) at Fred G. Hughes Stadium.

The Gorillas (3-3, 1-3 MIAA) broke an uncharacteristic three-game losing streak, while claiming their 16th consecutive 
victory in the series against the Lions (1-4, 1-3 MIAA).

Smith, who started for a second game in place of injured starter John McCoy, tossed an 11-yard touchdown pass to 
wide receiver Kendall Fisher with 2:55 to play in the game, giving the Gorillas a 21-7 cushion. The touchdown pass capped 
a 12-play, 89-yard drive that consumed 5:28 of play clock in the fourth quarter.

The Lions countered with a quick strike, however. Quarterback Roland Thompson took Southern 63 yards in six play, 
hooking up with Daniel Thompson on a 13-yard TD pass with 1:44 to play in the game. Stephen Poston’s PAT try missed, 
leaving Pitt State with a 21-13 margin.

Southern attempted an onside kick, but Fisher recovered the ball at the MSSU 43. Three plays – and three MSSU tim-
eouts – later, the Gorillas faced 4th-and-3 from the MSSU 36. Thomas, who caught six passes for a career-high 97 yards in 
the game, broke free for the six-yard grab to help Pitt State ice the win.

McCoy returned from injury in the contest, splitting time with Smith in the game. He engineered the Gorillas’ go-ahead score, 
leading Pitt State 65 yards in 10 plays in the third quarter. Cardell Clemons capped the drive with a three-yard scoring run.

The Gorillas were limited to 98 yards rushing on 47 attempts in the contest, but McCoy and Smith combined for 274 yards 
through the air. McCoy completed seven of nine passes for 111 yards, while Smith was 12 of 21 for 163 yards.

The Pitt State defense came up big in the contest with three interceptions. All three of the possession changers led to 
scores for the Gorillas.

Chris Swartz registered a team-leading 11 tackles, including 1.5 TFLs. Caleb Jessup added 10 stops with 0.5 TFL and a 
PBU. Alex Kuhlman, Chadd Snyder and Jeremy Jackson all snared INTs of Williams.

For MSSU, Williams completed 16 of 34 passes for 180 yards and one TD. He was starting in place of injured starter Collin 
Howard. The Lions also rushed the ball 36 times for 185 yards and a score.

EMPORIA, Kan. — Levi Terrell rushed 34 times for 192 yards and two touchdowns to power the University of Nebraska-

Omaha to a 34-13 road win over Emporia State University Saturday (Oct. 3) at Welch Stadium.
The Mavericks (4-2, 3-1 MIAA) broke open a 10-6 game by scoring two times in the final four minutes of the first half 

to take a 20-6 advantage to the locker room against the Hornets (1-5, 0-4 MIAA), who dropped their fifth straight decision 
on the season.

Greg Zuerlein booted a pair of short field goals – from 19 and 26 yards in the first half – and Terrell added a 67-yard 
scoring jaunt late in the first quarter. UNO also got a 20-yard touchdown pass from Greg Wunderlich to tight end Mike 
Higgins with 31 seconds remaining in the half.

Wunderlich completed 14 of 29 passes for 179 yards in the game, but he was intercepted two times by the Hornets.
Emporia got a pair of rushing touchdowns from Kevin Smart – a 14-yarder late in the first quarter and a 1-yard plunge 

late in the third period. Smart rushed the ball 16 times for a team-leading 55 yards.

GAME ONE:  No. 7 PITT STATE 42, No. 16 CENTRAL OKLAHOMA 13 (AUG. 29, 2009)
PITTSBURG, Kan. — Terrance Isaac rushed for 103 yards and three scores and seventh-ranked Pittsburg State 

University surged past 16th-ranked University of Central Oklahoma in the fourth quarter for a 42-13 win Saturday 
(Aug. 29) at Brandenburg Field/Carnie Smith Stadium.

The Gorillas (1-0) led just 28-13 when David Vaughn intercepted a tipped pass in the end zone to halt a Bronchos 
(0-1) drive with 12:42 to play in the game to turn the momentum in the contest.

Eric Love, who rushed for a game-high 132 yards, broke loose for a 42-yard gain on the next play. Six plays later 
Isaac burst into the end zone from five yards out to give Pitt State a 35-13 margin.

John McCoy, in his debut start at quarterback for the Gorillas, completed 11 of 20 passes for 221 yards, including 
a 63-yard scoring connection to Aaron Sawyer. He also carried the ball 11 times for 24 yards and a touchdown.

The Gorillas had a pair of receivers eclipse the 100-yard mark - senior Kendall Fisher had six grabs for 110 yards, 
while Sawyer added three catches for a game-high 141 yards and two scores. Sawyer also hauled in a 61-yard TD 
catch from reserve quarterback Jeff Smith with 1:29 to play.

State University to a decisive 41-13 win over No. 7 Chadron State College Saturday afternoon (Sept. 5) at Brandenburg 
Field/Carnie Smith Stadium.

The Eagles (1-1) scored first in the game on Travis Atter’s 52-yard field goal two-and-a half minutes into the game, 
but the Gorillas rattled off 41 of game’s next 48 points to take a commanding advantage.

McCoy scored on a three-yard run late in the first quarter to give Pitt State a 6-3 edge, before the Gorillas exploded 
for 28 second-quarter points.

McCoy fired a 28-yard TD pass to quarterback/wide receiver Zac Dickey as well as a pair of scoring tosses to Kendall 
Fisher -- from 42 and 26 yards -- in the period, the last coming with 0.6 seconds remaining in the first half.

McCoy finished the game 13 of 20 passing for 212 yards and three touchdowns. He also was the top ground gainer 
in the contest, rushing 15 times for 112 yards. He added a 17-yard TD jaunt in the third quarter.

Pitt State, which piled up 590 yards of total offense in a 42-13 win Central Oklahoma on Aug. 29, piled up 426 
yards against Chadron.

Fisher finished the game with five catches for a game-high 97 yards and two scores for Pitt State.
The Gorilla defense forced four turnovers -- two interceptions and two fumbles -- and blocked a field goal in the 

game, while limiting the Eagles to 33 rushing yards in the contest.
Alex Kuhlman led the way for the Pitt State defense with eight tackles a fumble recovery and an interception.
Garrett Treffer completed 28 of 52 passes for 254 yards and a touchdown for Chadron, with Isaac Stockton snaring 

seven catches for a team-leading 63 yards.
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GAME THREE:  No. 7 NW MISSOURI STATE 30, No. 6 PITT STATE 10 (SEPT. 12, 2009)
KANSAS CITY, Mo. — Northwest Missouri State University capitalized on a pair of first-quarter turnovers to jump out to a 20-0 

lead en route to a 30-10 victory over Pittsburg State University in The Fall Classic at Arrowhead VIII Saturday (Sept. 12).
The seventh-ranked Bearcats (2-1, 1-0 MIAA) turned the two interceptions directly into 14 points against the fourth-ranked 

Gorillas (2-1, 0-1 MIAA).
Aldwin Foster-Rettig intercepted a John McCoy pass and returned it to the PSU 33 to set up the first score of the game.  Four 

plays later, LaRon Council plowed into the end zone from a yard out to stake Northwest to a 7-0 lead.
Following a quick three-and-out by the Gorillas, the Bearcats then put together a 10-play, 62-yard drive with Blake Bolles 

capping the series with a two-yard touchdown pass to tight end Chris Kilgore. Joe Schroeder’s PAT kick was blocked, leaving the 
Bearcats with a 13-0 advantage.

Three plays later, Northwest’s Marcus Martin intercepted a McCoy pass and returned it 38 yards to make it a 20-0 game with 
10 seconds to play in the initial period. Northwest stretched its margin to 23-0 on a 32-yard field goal by Schroeder with 5:09 to 
play in the first half.

The Gorillas countered with a late score before the half. McCoy engineered a 13-play, 79-yard drive, running the ball in from 
11 yards out to make it 23-7 with 24 seconds left in the half.

Neither team scored in the third quarter.
The Pitt State defense halted a pair of Bearcat drives with key interceptions, including a pick by Bryan McMurtrey at the PSU 

2 on Northwest’s initial drive of the third quarter.
Jared Witter booted a 20-yard field goal for the Gorillas to make it a 23-10 game with 10:59 to play in the gmae. PSU had 

driven the ball to the Northwest 3, but the drive stalled and the Gorillas elected to kick.
Northwest iced the game with its next series, putting together a 12-play drive that devoured six minutes and 32 seconds of 

play clock. Bolles tossed a 12-yard touchdown pass to Brian Shannon to effectively end the contest.
Bolles finished the game completed 17 of 28 passes for 193 yards and two scores. He added 42 yards on the ground as well. 

Council rushed 19 times for a game-high 99 yards.
McCoy completed 7 of 18 passes for 142 yards with three interceptions. He also rushed 17 times for 64 yards. Terrance Isaac 

led the Pitt State ground gainers with 17 carries for 76 yards.

GAME FOUR:  No. 12 CENTRAL MISSOURI 23, No. 11 PITT STATE 14 (SEPT. 19, 2009)
WARRENSBURG, Mo. — The University of Central Missouri capitalized on a pair of big plays in special teams in the first half 

and a pair of defensive stops in the third quarter to claim a 23-14 victory over Pittsburg State University Saturday (Sept. 19) at 
Audrey J. Walton Stadium.

The 12th-ranked Mules (4-0, 2-0 MIAA) handed the 11th-ranked Gorillas (2-2, 0-2 MIAA) their second straight conference 
loss – just the second time in 21 years as a conference member Pitt State has suffered consecutive MIAA defeats.

Pitt State limited UCM to 227 yards of total offense in the game and just 74 total yards in the second half, but the Mules made 
the most of field possession to claim just their seventh all-time win in 47 tries in the series.

Bobby Guillory return the opening kickoff 97 yards for a score 14 seconds in the contest for the Mules. UCM stretched the 
margin to 14-0 with 1:02 to play in the opening period when Guillory hauled in an 18-yard touchdown pass from Eric Znerniewski 
two plays after PSU’s John McCoy fumbled at the PSU 23.

Anthony Stewart made it a 20-0 advantage for the Mules when he scored from six yards out with 10:45 remaining in the second 
quarter. That drive was set up two plays before, when the Mules blocked a Jared Witter punt attenpt at the PSU 6.

Aaron Jamieson converted a 43-yard field goal with 57 seconds to play in the half to make it a 23-0 margin for the Mules.
The Gorillas, with backup quarterback Jeff Smith replacing an injured McCoy, tried to rally in the third quarter.
Pitt State engineered a 14-play, 73-yard drive to open the third period, but the Gorillas came away empty when Smith was 

stopped inches short of the goal line on 4th-and-goal from the UCM 1.
The Gorillas forced a UCM punt and Pitt State finally cashed in two plays later when Smith fired a 53-yard touchdown pass 

to wide receiver John Thomas with 5:36 to play in the third quarter. Pitt State elected to go for a 2-point conversion, and Smith’s 
pass for Aaron Sawyer fell incomplete.

The Pitt State defense forced a 3-and-out and the Gorillas offense again drove deep into Mules territory. This time, the UCM 
defense stopped Smith’s quarterback keeper on a 4th-and-1 play at the UCM 23, leaving UCM with a 23-6 lead with 22 seconds 
to play in the period.

Following yet another UCM punt, the Gorillas put together a 16-play, 91-yard drive, with Cardell Clemons, in his Pitt State 
season debut, capping the drive with a 1-yard run with 5:04 to play in the game. Smith carried the ball in on a 2-point conversion 
try to make it 23-14.

The Gorillas came up with yet another 3-and-out on the Mules offense, getting the ball back at the PSU 17 with 3:14 to play. 
UCM’s Randy Shepherd came away with a game-clinching interception of Smith three plays later though.

The Mules, held without a second-half first down, got an 18-yard connection from Czerniewski to Stewart on a 3rd-and-7 play 
and then added a pair of runs that netted 13 yards by Stewart for a final first down to seal the win.

For the Gorillas, Smith completed 15 of 25 passes for 204 yards, one touchdown and two interceptions. He also carried the ball 
a game-high 15 times for a team-leading 52 yards.

Terrance Isaac added 10 carries for 41 yards, while Clemons had six carries for 24 yards. Kendall Fisher had a game-high seven 
receptions for 99 yards, while Thomas had four grabs for 74 yards. The Gorillas outgained the Mules, 370-227 in the game.

Czerniewski completed 16 of 28 passes for 146 yards for the Mules, while Stewart led the UCM ground gainers with 14 carries 
for 53 yards.

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GAME FIVE:  No. 18 MISSOURI WESTERN 45, No. 23 PITT STATE 40 (SEPT. 26, 2009)
PITTSBURG — Missouri Western State University quarterback Drew Newhart completed an 18-yard pass to tight end 

Kip Peters on a 4th-and-2 play with 1:11 to play in the game to ice a wild 45-40 victory for the Griffons against Pittsburg 
State University Saturday (Sept. 26) at Carnie Smith Stadium.

The 18th-ranked Griffons improved to 5-0 overall and 3-0 in Mid-America Intercollegiate Athletics Association play, 
while handing the No. 23 Gorillas (2-3, 0-3 MIAA) their third straight loss – the program’s first three-game losing streak 
since 1977.

Newhart completed 15 of 21 passes for 255 yards and three touchdowns -- all to wide receiver Cedric Houston. Houston 
had scoring catches of 42 and 1 yard in the second quarter and 26 yards in the fourth quarter. He finished the game with 
four grabs for 104 yards.

Western blocked a Pitt State punt back to the Gorillas 2 on the opening series of the game, but Pitt State forced the 
Griffons to settle for a 21-yard Brad Beckwith field goal.

The Gorillas suffered a second setback in special teams play though on the ensuing kickoff as Cardell Clemons fumbled 
at the PSU 22.  Four plays later, Michael Hill plowed into the end zone for a touchdown and a 10-0 Griffon lead.

Terrance Isaac capped a nine-play, 61-yard drive with a two-yard touchdown run for Pitt State to make it a 10-7 game with 
1:33 to play in the initial period, but five plays later the Griffons countered with a 42-yard connection between Newhart and Houston.

The Gorillas pulled within three, at 17-14 on Jeff Smith’s 39-yard touchdown pass to Aaron Sawyer with 11:58 to play in the 
first half.  Pitt State got the ball back and drove deep into Western territory before the drive stalled at the Griffon 11. Jared Witter 
came on for a game-tying 28-yard field goal, but his kick sailed wide left, leaving the Griffons with a 17-14 advantage.

Newhart then took the Griffons down the field 80 yards in eight plays, hitting Houston all alone in the end zone from 
one yard out with 10 seconds remaining in the half.  Western stretched its margin to 31-14 on the opening drive of the 
second half as Thomas Hodges scored on a 1-yard run.

Isaac, who rushed for 79 yards in the game, added a second short scoring run to draw Pitt State within 31-20 – Witter’s 
PAT missed wide left – with 6:38 to play in the third quarter.

Newhart then led Western on a 51-yard scoring drive, carrying the ball in from five yards out for a 38-20 lead with 
2:35 to go in the period.

Pitt State made a frantic comeback bid in the fourth quarter with three touchdown drives. Smith scored on a 1-yard run 
with 12:26 remaining to make it a 38-26 game, but Western answered with Newhart tossing a 39-yard TD pass to Houston 
for a 45-26 lead with 8:53 to play.

Smith then fired a 21-yard touchdown pass to Kendall Fisher as the 6:45 mark, and he added a three-yard run with 
2:52 remaining to make it a 45-40 game.

The Gorillas just missed an onside kickoff attempt and Pitt State forced Western into a 4th-and-2 at the Gorillas 38. After 
a pair of Western timeouts, Newhart tossed the game-clinching pass to Peters to seal the victory.

Smith, starting in place of injured quarterback John McCoy, finished the game 17 of 21 passing for 256 yards and two 
TDs. He also rushed 13 times for 42 yards and two scores. Fisher had a game-high eight catches for 113 yards and a TD, while 
Sawyer added three grabs for 72 yards and a score.
