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Opening Tip
Pitt State has had a week since its last game against Truman. The Gorillas are 1-1 in MIAA play 
this season. Having earned a win over Missouri Western before falling at Truman in te opening 
week of conference play. 
	 PSU has been struggling on the road this season, with all five of their losses coming 
while on the road. See the box on page four for details.
	 Pitt State was hot from three point range during exhibition season, but has been a bit 
cold of late, as the Gorillas were only 2-of-20 from beyond the arc at Truman. Turnovers have 
also been a sore spot, as the team is averaging 21 turnovers a game and has only had fewer 
than 20 turnovers in two games thus far this season.
	 A big bright spot has been the play of Laura Glenn. The junior guard/forward is averag-
ing 10.3 points and 5.8 rebounds per game this season, an almost four point and one rebound 
per game better than her career average. Only Drew Roberts is averaging more minutes per 
game, and she played the entire game against Truman. 
	 The Gorillas are 18-21 in league play under head coach Lane Lord, including a 14-6 
record last season.

Scouting Southwest baptist 
Southwest Baptist is 1-6 on the season and 0-1 in MIAA play. Most recently the Bearcats lost 
an 82-41 decision to Georgetown in Washington D.C. The team opened MIAA play with a 
69-60 loss to Central Missouri in Warrensburg, Mo. on December 2. The team’s win was against 
Maryville University in the Quincy Tournament in the second game of the season.
	 The team averages 62.7 points and 28.6 rebounds per game. They are shooting .397 from 
the floor, including .320 from beyond the arc. They do struggle a little from the charity stripe 
as they are shooting .615. 
	 The Bearcats have three players averaging double figures in the young season. Rachel 
Graves leads the team with 12.3 points per game. Courtney heady scores 10.4 ppg, while 
Ashleigh Gallio contributes 10.3 ppg. Graves and Heady are the team’s leading three point 
shotters with 19 a piece over the first seven games of the season. Gallio and Mia Gilreath led 
the team in rebounding, each averaging 4.0 rpg. Gallio also leads the team in assists with just 
over four a game. 
 
Scouting Pitt State
The Gorillas are 3-5 on the season, with the wins coming at home and all the losses coming 
while on the road. Pitt State opened the season with a win over then No. 12 Central Oklahoma 
and also opened the conference portion of the season with a win over Missouri Western. In its 
last game, the Gorillas fell to Truman, 75-63, in overtime.
	 Pitt State is shooting .392 from the floor and averaging 68.2 points and 41.0 rebounds per 
game. The team is hitting only .258 from three point range and .648 from the charity stripeOne 
troubling spot for the Gorillas is the assist/turnover ratio. The Gorillas have only one assist for 
every two turnovers and average 21.5 turnovers a game.
	 DePrice Taylor leads three Gorillas in double figures with 13.6 points per game. Drew 
Roberts averages 10.8, while Laura Glenn (10.3 ppg) and Nicole McCombs (10.2 ppg) round 
our players with double figure scoring averages. Maya Onikute is just under double figures at 
9.1 points per game. Roberts is Pitt State’s leading three-point shooter, as she hits over two 
threes a game. Bailey Waugh is second on the team with 10 threes this season. Glenn is tops 
from the charity stripe, shooting .871 from the line this season. she has been perfect from the 
lines in four games, including an 8-for-8 performance at Truman. 
	 Onikute is the leading rebounder at 6.3 rebounds per game. McCombs is just behind with 
6.2, while Glenn averages 5.8. Taylor also gets over five rebounds a game at 5.3.  Onikute also 
leads the team in assists (19) and steals (16), though Taylor trails her by just one in each of 
those categories. 
	 As a team, the Gorillas give up 70.6 points per game, but outrebound opponents by four 
(41.0 to 37.1).

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PSU vs. Southwest Baptist
Pitt State and SBU have met twice a year since the 1987-88 season. The all-time series is even at 23 
games a piece, after Pitt State took both games last season. Each team leads in its home arena, the 
Gorillas lead 15-9 in Pittsburg, while the Bearcats lead 14-8 in Bolivar. The two teams have never met at 
a neutral site. 	
	 Prior to last season SBU had won four straight over the Gorillas, the longest streak of wins by 
either tem in the series. The series began with each team winning only on its own court. SBU gave 
up the first Gorilla victory in Bolivar on Feb. 4, 1992. Pitt State won 10 straight at home before falling, 
86-75 on Valentine’s Day of 1996.
	 The largest margin of victory in the series was a 37-point Pitt State win on Jan. 6, 1981, the very 
first meeting between the two teams. SBU’s biggest win was a 82-52 win in Bolivar on Dec. 1, 1987, 
only the third meeting between the teams. Since then things have been more evenly matched, for the 
most part. The most points scored in the series was a 101-95 Bearcat win on Jan. 8, 2005 in Bolivar.
	 Pitt State won the last meeting between the two teams, a 90-87 victory in Bolivar on Feb. 3.

Last Season vs. Southwest Baptist
The Gorillas swept the series with Southwest Baptist last season. Pitt State earned a 74-54 win in 
Pittsburg on Dec. 13. Brianna Buchanan led all players, including four Gorillas in double figures, with 
21 points. Nicole McCombs added 15 off the bench. Amanda Orloske recorded her career high with 12. 
DePrice Taylor added 10. McCombs recorded a double-double as she also grabbed 12 rebounds. Caitlin 
Demarest did not score a point, but she did dish out 10 assists to help the Gorilla cause. Rachel Graves 
led the Bearcats with 20 points..
	 The game in Bolivar was much closer, but Pitt State still came home with a 90-87 win. Bailey 
Waugh came up with a huge 26 points for the Gorillas off the bench. McCombs contributed a double-
double with 16 points and 10 rebounds. Buchanan and Taylor each added 12 points, while Candice 
Gilbert scored 10. Courtney Creed led the Bearcats with 23 points.

Up Next
The Gorillas get next week to concentrate on finals and to prepare for a road trip to Arkansas-Fort Smith 
before Christmas break. Pitt State travels to Fort Smith for a 2 p.m. game against the Lions on Dec. 19. 
The two teams already met once this season in Pittsburg, with the Gorillas winning, 87-76.

Last Time Out
Overtime proved to be dangerous for the Pittsburg State women’s basketball (3-5, 1-1 MIAA) team on 
Saturday (Dec. 5) afternoon, as the Gorillas fell 75-63 to Truman in Kirksville, Mo. Truman outscored PSU 
12-0 in the overtime for the win.
	 The Bulldogs Breanna Daniels led all scorers with 23 points. Laura Joya added 22 to help the 
Bulldogs who shot 49 percent for the game, including 50 percent from beyond the arc.
	 Pitt State did not fare so well from long range, as they hit only 2-of-20 from three-point range. 
Senior Maya Onikute led Pitt State with 13 points. Junior Laura Glenn followed with 12 points, including 
a perfect 8-for-8 from the free throw line. DePrice Taylor scored 11 and Larissa Richards added 10 for 
the first double figure scoring game of the season. Glenn, Onikute and Taylor led the Gorillas with five 
rebounds a piece.
	 Truman held a narrow lead most of the first half, but the Gorillas went on a 6-0 run over two min-
utes to take a 16-15 lead with 6:10 to go. Jones drove the lane for a layup with just over two minutes to 
go, giving Pitt State a two-point lead, but the Bulldogs would score the last eight points of the half to 
earn a 26-20 lead at the half.
	 Pitt State whittled at Truman and tied the game three times before taking a two-point lead with 
just over 10 minutes to go on two Glenn free throws. The Bulldogs tied the game again, but an Amanda 
Orloske three, one of only two in the game for PSU, gave Pitt State the 41-38 lead. The Gorilla lead 
stretched to five on a Taylor layup, the largest Pitt State lead of the game. Truman took the lead back, 
but Pitt State stayed in the game the whole way, leading to eight ties in the last eight minutes of the 
game, including the game tying bank shot three by Roberts with 18 seconds left.

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Home Sweet Home
Pitt State’s two wins have come in its home games against No. 12 Central Oklahoma and 
Arkansas-Fort Smith. The confines of John Lance Arena have been a safer place for the Gorillas 
to play this season. At home, the Gorillas shoot better, rebound better and share the ball better. 
In fact the Gorillas have only made more threes and  free throws in three games at home than 
four games on the road. The only statistical categories where Pitt State performs better on the 
road is turnovers, blocks and steals.  Following is a break down of the Gorillas play at home and 
on the road this season.

Preseason Poll
The Pittsburg State University women’s basketball team drew the No. 3 pick by both conference 
coaches and media representatives in the 2009-10 MIAA Preseason Polls, released Tuesday 
(Oct. 27) at the Downtown Marriott.
	 The Gorillas received three first-place votes and 86 total points in balloting of the MIAA’s 
11 coaches.  Pitt State earned one first place vote and 236 points in voting among 28 regional 
media representatives.
	 Emporia State University earned the preseason No. 1 ranking in both polls, while 
Washburn University was tabbed second in each poll.
	 Pitt State posted a breakthrough 20-9 record during the 2008-09 season, advancing to 
the semifinals of the MIAA Tournament under second-year head coach Lane Lord. The Gorillas 
notched their first 20-win season in a decade and narrowly missed qualifying for the NCAA-II 
National Tournament.
	 “I think expectations are very high in our third year,” said Lord. “With the players we have 
returning, like Nicole McCombs and DePrice Taylor, I think people are recognizing that we have 
good quality depth. It is flattering to get three first-place votes from the coaches and have our 
colleagues recognize that we can compete and the top of the league.”
	 McCombs returns for her senior season after earning first-team All-MIAA honors as a 
junior last year. She averaged a team-leading 15.7 points and 7.2 rebounds per game last 
seson.
	 “It is nice to see that Pitt State is gaining respect among the coaches and media in the 
MIAA,” McCombs said. “We appreciate the recognition, but hope to exceed expectations.”

PSU in Exhibition Games
The Gorillas played three exhibition games against teams from the Big 12 Conference. The 
Gorillas went 0-3 in those games, but got good experience against tough competition. 
	 Pitt State fell to Kansas, 86-56. Nicole McCombs led the Gorillas with 11 points, while 
Maya Onikute and Larissa Richards shared the rebounding lead with six a piece. 
	 Against Nebraska, the Gorillas lost 68-54, but played much better basketball. PSU trailed 
the Huskers by only three points with 11 minutes left in the game. Drew Roberts led the team 
with 17 points, while Laura Glenn led with seven rebounds.
