OPENING TIP :

This week was finals week at Pittsburg State, so the Gorilla women have had a week since their last
game. The team also gets a break from league play this week as the team travels to Arkansas-Fort Smith
to finish out the home and home series with the Lions. The two teams met earlier this season, right
before Thanksgiving, in Pittsburg.

Prior to the past two weeks, the Gorillas had not had three days in a row of practice time since the
season started. These last two weeks have given them the chance for good practice time to fine tune
their game. The results were evident in the team’s play against Southwest Baptist last Saturday.

SCOUTING ARKANSAS-FORT SMITH

Arkansas-Fort Smith is in the second-year of a three-year process to be certified as an NCAA Division
1 School. This is a probationary year for the school, and as part of the requirements they must play a
majority of their games against NCAA-I opponents, although they will not be eligible for post-season
play. Playing these games are also advantageous for the Gorillas, as the Lions have been accepted as
members of the Heartland Conference and will be regional opponents for Pitt State in the years to
come.

The Lions are 1-6 on the season, with their first win coming on Dec. 8 against Arkansas-Monticello,
75-72. The team has faced two MIAA opponents in addition to the Gorillas, falling 88-43 to Emporia
State and 68-50 to Missouri Southern.

The team averages 64.4 points per game, while giving up 78.6. The Lions grab 39.4 rebounds per
game, dish out 11 assists and almost 11 steals per game as well. The average almost 22 turnovers per
game. Arkansas-Fort Smith is shooting .381 from the fild, including .264 from three-point range. The
team makes only 57 percent of shots from the charity stripe.

No individuals average double figures for the Lions, but two are very near that. Tracey Parsons leads
the team with9.3 ppg, while Vasha Sanders is just behind with 9.1. Monica Spearman adds 8.3 points
per game. Chelsea Sublett is the rebounding leader with 5.9 boards per game, followed by Sanders
with 4.7 rpg. Ashley Arnold leads the team with 21 assists on the season. Parsons leads the team with
17 steals.

SCOUTING PITT STATE

The Gorillas are 4-5 on the season, with the wins coming at home and all the losses coming while on the
road. Pitt State opened the season with a win over then No. 12 Central Oklahoma and also opened the
conference portion of the season with a win over Missouri Western. In its last game, the Gorillas earned
their first road win of the season, a 77-68 victory over Southwest Baptist in Bolivar, Mo.

Pitt State is shooting .397 from the floor and averaging 69.2 points and 41.3 rebounds per game.
The team is hitting only .279 from three point range (though they improved a lot just by their shooting
455 at Southwest Baptist) and .656 from the charity stripe. One troubling spot for the Gorillas is the
assist/turnover ratio. The Gorillas have only one assist for every 1.9 turnovers and average 20.1 turnovers
agame.

DePrice Taylor leads two Gorillas in double figures with 14.1 points per game. Drew Roberts
averages 10.6. Nicole McCombs, Maya Onikute and Laura Glenn each sit just under double figure scoring
at9.7,9.6 and 9.3 points per game, respectively. Roberts is Pitt State’s leading three-point shooter, as
she hits over two threes a game. Bailey Waugh is second on the team with 14 threes this season. Glenn
is tops from the charity stripe, shooting .879 from the line this season. Glenn has been perfect from the
free throw line in the last two games, having made 10 consecutive free throws. sShe was also perfect
from the line in three additional games this season.

McCombs leads the team with 6.6 rebounds per game, while Onikute is just behind at 6.0 rpg. As
grabbing over five rebounds a game are Taylor (5.7) and Glenn (5.4). Taylor leads the team in assists
with 25, while Onikute leads in steals with 18. Larissa Richards has blocked 12 shots on the season.

As a team, the Gorillas give up 70.3 points per game, but outrebound opponents by nearly six (41.3
10 35.6).

PSU VS. ARKANSAS-FORT SMITH
This is only the second meeting between the Gorillas and Arkansas-Fort Smith. The previous
meeting was a 87-76 win for the Gorillas on Nov. 24.

LAST TIME VS. ARKANSAS-FORT SMITH

The Pittsburg State women'’s basketball team evened its record at 2-2 with a 87-76 win over
Arkansas-Fort Smith on Tuesday (Nov. 24) evening. The final score was not indicative of how
close the game actually was. There were eight ties and six lead changes over the course of the
game.

Pitt State scored the first points of the game on a Drew Roberts three, but the Lions went
ona7-0 runto take the 7-3 lead with 17:55 to go. They held on the lead, and built it to as many
as eight at 27-19 with 8:02 to go. A DePrice Taylor layup began a 10-0 Gorilla run that led to
a29-27 Pitt State lead with 5:38 to go. The two teams traded baskets through the rest of the
half, but a Maya Onikute layup led to a 41-39 Pitt State lead at the half.

The Gorillas held on to their lead until an 11-1 lead gave Arkansas-Fort Smith a 58-54
lead with 14:47 to go. Pitt State tied the game at 58-all before another Taylor layup in the
midst of a 13-0 run gave the Gorillas the lead for good.

Taylor led the Gorillas with a season-high 23 points, just one point short of her career
high. Laura Glenn added a double-double with 12 points and 11 rebounds. Drew Roberts
added 16 points on 4-for-7 shooting from three-point range and four free throws.Nicole
McCombs added 18 points off the bench for the Gorillas, including eight from the charity strip
as she went to the line 11 times on the night.

None of the Arkansas-Fort Smith starters scored in double figures, though three players
off the bench did. Monica Spearman led the team with 15. Brittney Stout added 12 and Adel
Morris scored 10.

Pitt State out-rebounded the Lions by 17, 44-27. The Gorillas grabbed 17 offensive
rebounds to help account for 23 second chance points. The team shot almost 50 percent from
the floor, helping to overcome the team's 23 turnovers. Despite shooting .686 from the charity
stripe, the Gorillas made nine more free throws than Arkansas-Fort Smith to help in the win.

UP NEXT

Merry Christmas to all and to all a good break!!! The Gorillas will have nine days before their
next game, as they get some time to go home and enjoy the holidays with their families before
returning to Pittsburg for practice on Dec. 26 to prepare for two more games in 2009. Pitt State
takes on Central Missouri on Dec. 28 at 5:30 p.m. in John Lance Arena, followed by a 5:30 p.m.
game against Northwest Missouri on Dec. 30 in Maryville.

LAST TIME OUT

Sharp shooting in the first half and smart defense in the second half gave the Pitt State wom-
en’s basketball team (4-5, 2-1 MIAA) a 77-68 win over Southwest Baptist (1-7, 0-2 MIAA) on
Saturday (Dec. 12) evening in Bolivar, Mo.

Pitt State shot over 50 percent in the first half, including 53 percent from three-point
range. The team committed only six fouls in the second half, only allowing the Bearcats to
shoot only two free throws. The Gorillas also rebounded well, out-rebounding the home team
by 21, 44-23.

Senior DePrice Taylor led three players in double figures for the Gorillas with 18. Maya
Onikute added 13, while Bailey Waugh had 12. Taylor was sharp on all fronts for the Gorillas as
she was also the leading rebounder with nine and dished out seven assists on the night.

SBU’s Rachel Graves led all players with 21 points. Courtney Heady added 12.

Pitt State found its stroke in the first half as they shot .552 from the floor, including .533
from three points range. Five different players contributed to the Gorillas eight threes in the
half, including two a piece from Taylor, Waugh and Amanda Orloske. The Gorilla defense didn't
allow the Bearcats to hit a shot from the field in the last 8:24 of the first half, though eight PSU
fouls during that time frame did contribute to 10 points from the charity stripe. Pitt State took
a45-37 lead at the half.

The Bearcats bounced back in the early part of the second half, tying the game at
52-52 with 10:12 to go. Pitt State gained a two-point advantage on a Nicole McCombs shot
in the paint, but a three-point shot by SBU’s Chasity Prince gave the Bearcats the lead wit
7:52 to go. SBU added two more to take a 57-54 lead. From there, the Gorillas went on a
13-0 run to take a 10-point lead. Pitt State held the lead from then on, though the Bearcats
were able to cut it to as little as seven. Taylor made six free throws in the last minute of the
game to help contribute to the 77-68 win.

HOME SWEET HOME

Three of Pitt State’s four wins have come at home, while all of its losses have been on the
road. Though a great night at Southwest Baptist, have improved road stats, the confines of
John Lance Arena have been a safer place for the Gorillas to play this season. At home, the
Gorillas shoot better, rebound better and share the ball better. The only statistical catego-
ries where Pitt State performs better on the road is turnovers, blocks and steals. Following
is a break down of the Gorillas play at home and on the road this season.

Pitt state has a 292-171 (.631) all-time record in John Lance Arena, including a 103-61
(.628) record since 2000 and a 20-10 (.667) record in three years under Lane Lord.

GORILLAS IN THE MIAA STATS

Laura Glenn leads the league in free throw percentage (.879) as she has only missed only
four shots from the charity stripe this season (29-for-33). DePrice Taylor is the league’s
seventh leading scorer at 14.1 points per game. She is also 10th in steals (1.7 spg). Drew
Roberts is 20th on the scoring list with 10.6 points per game. She is also 10th in three-point
percentage (.356, 21-for-59), seventh for three pointers made (2.3 3pg). Nicole McCombs

ranks seventh in rebounding (6.6 rpg), fifth in offensive rebounds (2.9 orpg) and eighth in
free throw percentage (.750, 18-for-24). Maya Onikute is 10th in rebounds (6.0 rpg), sixth
in offensive rebounds (2.7 orpg) and fifth in steals (2.0 spg). Larissa Richards is fourth in
blocks (1.3 bpg).

PRESEASON POLL

The Pittsburg State University women's basketball team drew the No. 3 pick by both con-
ference coaches and media representatives in the 2009-10 MIAA Preseason Polls, released
Tuesday (Oct. 27) at the Downtown Marriott.

The Gorillas received three first-place votes and 86 total points in balloting of the
MIAAS 11 coaches. Pitt State earned one first place vote and 236 points in voting among 28
regional media representatives.

Emporia State University earned the preseason No. 1 ranking in both polls, while
Washburn University was tabbed second in each poll.

Pitt State posted a breakthrough 20-9 record during the 2008-09 season, advancing
to the semifinals of the MIAA Tournament under second-year head coach Lane Lord. The
Gorillas notched their first 20-win season in a decade and narrowly missed qualifying for
the NCAA-II National Tournament.

“| think expectations are very high in our third year,” said Lord. “With the players we
have returning, like Nicole McCombs and DePrice Taylor, | think people are recognizing that
we have good quality depth. It is flattering to get three first-place votes from the coaches
and have our colleagues recognize that we can compete and the top of the league.”

McCombs returns for her senior season after earning first-team All-MIAA honors as a
junior last year. She averaged a team-leading 15.7 points and 7.2 rebounds per game last
seson.

“Itis nice to see that Pitt State is gaining respect among the coaches and media in the
MIAA,” McCombs said. “We appreciate the recognition, but hope to exceed expectations.”

PSU IN EXHIBITION GAMES
The Gorillas played three exhibition games against teams from the Big 12 Conference. The
Gorillas went 0-3 in those games, but got good experience against tough competition.

Pitt State fell to Kansas, 86-56. Nicole McCombs led the Gorillas with 11 points, while
Maya Onikute and Larissa Richards shared the rebounding lead with six a piece.

Against Nebraska, the Gorillas lost 68-54, but played much better basketball. PSU
trailed the Huskers by only three points with 11 minutes left in the game. Drew Roberts led
the team with 17 points, while Laura Glenn led with seven rebounds.

The Gorillas led Kansas State for most of the first half, before poor shooting and turn-
overs helped them to a 89-61 loss to the Wildcats. McCombs again led the team in scoring,
this time with 12 points. Onikute was the leading rebounder with nine.

Pittsburg State University Women's Basketball Coach Lane
Lord announced the signing of three student-athletes in
the early signing period on Thursday (Nov. 19.). Sara Molz,
Katy Cooper and Y'cedria Devers will play for the Gorillas
beginning in the 2010-11 season.

Cooper is a 6-2 forward from Stella, Mo. She is a stu-
dent at East Newton High School. She earned All-Big Eight
Conference honors last season as she helped East Newton to
a 17-11 record in 2009. Last season she averaged 14 points
and 12 rebounds per game. She has been a four-year starter
in both basketball and volleyball for the Patriots. Cooper is
undecided on a major. She is the daughter or Sara Camerer
and Steve Cooper.

“Katy is very athletic,” Lord said. “She runs the floor
well and blocks shots. She is very good in transition on both
offense and defense. She will add a lot of athleticism in the
post position.”

Y'cedria Devers is a 5-9 guard/forward from Bixby,
Oklahoma. She attends Bixby High School. In 2009 she
was a Tulsa World honorable mention all-area selection. As
a junior she averaged eight points, just over six rebounds
and four steals per game. She is the daughter of Y'vette
Cornelius and Cedric Devers and plans to major in early
childhood education at PSU.

“Y'cedria is a combo guard who likes to get to the
basket,” Lord said. “She is a tremendous athlete who will
work well with our style of play.”

Sara Molz is a 5-4 point guard from Kiowa, Kan.
She attends South Barber High School. Last season she
averaged 13 points, 4.3 rebounds and 5.3 assists for the
Cheiftans. She helped her team to a third place finish in the
state in 2008 and a sub-state runner-up finish in 2009. She
has been named all-state three times. In addition to being
a four-year starter in basketball, Molz has also been a four-
year starter in volleyball and a two-year letterwinner in
track. She is the daughter of Ron and Kristi Molz and plans
to major in elementary education at Pittsburg State.

“Sara is also a combo guard who can shoot the three,”
Lord said. “She is a floor leader and sees the floor very
well”

“We fulfilled some needs in this recruiting class,” Lord
said. “We have signed a guard, forward and center that will
replace some of the positions that we will lose after this
season. All three are very
athletic and talented.
