OPENING TIP

Pitt State finishes regular season play this week with a road game at Fort Hays State and a home game
against Nebraska-Omaha. The Gorillas won the earlier meeting with FHSU in Pittsburg, but fell to UNO in
Omaha.

Pitt State will say good-bye to its seniors and thank them for their contributions to the women’s bas-
ketball program and Pitt State athletics prior to the game against UNO. Five seniors, Whitney Conerly, Aubrey
Jones, Nicole McCombs, Maya Onikute and DePrice Taylor, will be recognized.

The Gorillas are currently fourth in the MIAA standings behind Washburn, Emporia State and Central
Missouri. If standings remained as the are currently, the Gorillas would meet up with Fort Hays State in their
first round game on March 4.

SCOUTING FORT HAYS STATE
Fort Hays State is 15-10 on the season and 8-10 in MIAA play. They are currently in fifth place in the MIAA
standings with games against Pitt State and Emporia State still to go.

The Tigers rattled off six straight wins to start their season and were 7-0 and in non-conference
play. Currently, they are on a five-game losing streak with their latest loss coming at the hands of Missouri
Southern, 91-53.

The team averages 67.4 points a game, while only giving up 62.0. It sticks pretty close to its opponents
on the boards, pulling down 38.2 rebounds per game, while allowing opponents 38.5. The team hits 39
percent of its shots overall and 32 percent from three point range.

Erica Biel and Naomi Bancroft are the Tigers'leaders on the court. Bancroft has led the team in scoring
in 17 of 25 games (sharing the lead with Biel once) and in rebounding four times. She leads the team with
17.1 points per game overall. She pulls down 4.3 rebounds per game which is third on the team. She also
leads in assists and steals. Biel has led the team in scoring seven times (sharing the lead with Bancroft once)
and in rebounding 15 times. She is the team’s leading rebounder with 6.8 per game. She is also the team's
leading shot blocker. She is the second leading scorer (12.0 ppg).

Bancroft has hit 82 three-pointers this season and 342 for her career. She averages 3.4 threes per game
overall, but has struggled in the last several games. She made only one three in each of the last two games
and has gone 11-48 over the team’s five game losing streak.

SCOUTING NEBRASKA-OMAHA

The Lady Mavs are 12-13 overall and 7-11 in MIAA play. They sit just on the cusp of making the MIAA
Tournament in eighth place in the league standings with a couple teams (Southwest Baptist and Truman)
close behind them. Their play at home against Missouri Southern on Thursday and in Pittsburg against the
Gorillas will determine if their season will continue beyond this weekend. UNO is on a three game losing
streak and has lost seven of its last 10 games.

The team averages 64.0 points and 39.2 rebounds a game. It allows opponents 62.2 points and 39.7
rebounds per game. The Lady Mavs shoot at a .370 clip, including .261 from three-point range.

Alyssa Green leads the Lady Mavs with 15.1 points and 5.2 rebounds per game. Heather Pohl scores
10.0 points per game. Pohl is the leading three-point shooter, hitting 33 percent from deep with 41 total
threes on the season. Ashley Nelson sits just under double figures with 9.2 points per game and is the sec-
ond-leading rebounder with 5.1 points per game. She is the team’s top shot blocker, blocking 1.6 shots per
game. Jamie Nash leads the team with 77 assists and 77 steals.

SCOUTING PITT STATE

The Gorillas are 12-13 on the season and 10-8 in MIAA play. They are currently fourth in the MIAA race.
Twelve of the 13 Pitt State losses have come on the road. The Gorillas have only lost one game at home this
season, a 76-57 loss to Southwest Baptist on Feb. 3. Pitt State has won four of its last 10 games.

Pitt State is shooting .377 from the floor and averaging 68.0 points and 41.8 rebounds per game. The
team is hitting only .266 from three-point range and .667 from the charity stripe. One troubling spot for the
Gorillas is the assist/turnover ratio. The Gorillas have only one assist for every 1.79 turnovers and average
19.6 turnovers a game.

Nicole McCombs has taken over as the team’s leading scorer with 13.5 points per game. She also leads
the team in rebounding with 6.7 per game. She has averaged 17.0 points per game over the last four games.

DePrice Taylor is the team's second leading scorer and third
leading rebounder with 13.0 points and 5.4 rebounds per
game. Taylor lead the team in assists and steals. Maya
Onikute averages just under double figures with 9.6 points
per game. She averages 6.0 rebounds per game t be the
team’s third leading rebounder. She has averaged just over
15 points a game in the last two games against the league’s
top two teams. Larissa Richards has also come on as of late
for the Gorillas. She is averaging 8.5 points and 5.8 rebound
per game over the last four games. She is the team’s leading
shot blocker with 40 blocks on the season.

Pitt State allows its opponents to hit .408 from the
floor, including .354 from three-point range, amounting to
70.9 points per game. Opponents grab 39.4 rebounds per
game, an average of two per game less than the Gorillas.

PSU vS. FORT HAYS STATE

Fort Hays leads the all-time series with Pitt State 23-15.The
two teams split games last season, with each team winning
on the road. The Tigers lead 10-9 in Pittsburg and 12-7 at
Hays.

The longest streak of wins in the series was seven
by the Tigers in the first seven meetings between the two
teams from Jan.11, 1975 to Jan. 26, 1979. Pitt State’s lon-
gest string of wins has been only four from Feb. 16, 1979 to
Jan. 30, 1981.

The most points scored by either team in a game
was 101 by Pitt State in a 101-94 win in Pittsburg on Feb.
1, 1986. The largest margin of victory in the series was 56
points by FHSU in the first meeting. PSU’s largest margin of
victory has been 22 points on Jan. 30, 1981.

PSU VvS. NEBRASKA-OMAHA
Pittsburg State and UNO have met five times, three

of those times being last season. Pitt State holds a 3-2 lead

in the series and is 1-0 at home, 1-2 in Omaha and 1-0 at

neutral sites.

The Lady Mavs won the first meeting between the
two teams on Dec. 4, 1998, 76-67, in Omaha. Pitt State won
the next three meetings, but UNO got the win in the last
meeting, a 66-60 Lady Mavs win in Omaha on Jan. 20.

The most points scored in series happened last season
in the MIAA Tournament, a 81-79 win for the Gorillas. Pitt
State has the biggest win in the series, a 13-point victory,
69-56, on Jan. 21, 2009.

LAST TIME VS. FORT HAYS STATE
The Pittsburg State Women'’s Basketball team earned a
71-65 victory over Fort Hays State on Saturday afternoon in
John Lance Arena. With the win, the Gorillas take sole pos-
session of third-place in the in the conference race as the
first half of the season nears its close.

However, pending the results of the Emporia State vs.
Washburn game in Topeka, Kan., the Gorillas could move
up as high as sole possession of second. A win by Emporia
State would make the Lady Blues 7-3, pushign the Gorillas
into sole possesion of second. A Washburn win would drop
Emporia State to 7-2 and the Gorillas would be tied with the
Lady Hornets for second.

This afternoon’s win was key in pushing the Gorillas
forward in the MIAA race. For the fourth time in the last five
games, Pitt State gutted out a win in the games waning
minutes. After trailing by seven, 48-41, with 13:31 to go
in the game, Pitt State went on a 25-11 run lasting eight
minutes to take a seven-point lead of its own, 66-59, with
5:52t0 go.

Fort Hays scored six consecutive points to cut Pitt
State’s lead to one, 66-65 with 4:24 left, but the Gorillas
responded and played good defense to hold the Tigers
scoreless for the remainder of the game.

Though the game was tied 28-28 at the half, it was
almost a tale of two halves for both teams. Fort Hays
out rebounded the Gorillas by six, 23-17 in the first half,

including 10 offensive rebounds resulting in nine second
chance points. The Gorillas had only four offensive rebounds
and four secodn chance points in the first half. In the second
half, Pitt State outrebounded the Tigers 26-18 to finish
43-41 for the game. The Gorillas pulled down 10 offense
rebounds in the second half, resulting in eight second
chance points compared to only two second chance points
for Hays. The Gorillas also scored easier in the second half,
putting up 43 points compared to only 28 in the first half.
Both teams had almost double their first half points by the
10 minute mark in the second half.

Nicole McCombs paced the Gorillas with 14 points
and 14 rebounds. She also dished out two assists and had
two steals. Maya Onikute continued her hot shooting with
13 points on a 4-for-6 performance, including two threes.
She also dished out a game high seven assists and pulled
down six rebounds. Though they were they only two Gorilla
players in double figures, other stepped up in the win as
well. DePrice Taylor was tough defensively, as she held
the Tigers' Naomi Bancroft, a player who leads the league
scoring nearly 20 points a game, to just 13 points. Taylor
added eight points to Pitt State’s scoring efforts. Amanda
Orloske came off the bench to hit some crucial threes, fin-
ishing the game 3-for-4 from deep and adding nine points,
three assists and two steals. Marissa Poppe also contributed
seven points and some aggressive defense.

In addition to Bancroft’s 13 points for Fort Hays, Erica
Biel led all players with 17 points and recorded a double-
double as she added 10 rebounds, including six off the
offensive glass. Kayla Klug scored 16 points. Bancroft also
had five steals and Biel blocked four Gorilla shots.

Pitt State shot .413 from the field as a team, while
hold Fort Hays to .348. The Gorillas hit 92 percent from the
free throw line. They did not miss a free throw until their
last attempt of the game.

She was the only Gorilla in
double figures. DePrice Taylor was just under double figures with nine points. Maya Onikute grabbed
nine rebounds.

Alyssa Green led all players with 19 points for UNO. She also had 11 rebounds for a double-
double. Jamie Nash added 15 points to the Mavericks effort.

It was a sloppy game on both ends as the two teams combined for 54 turnovers in the game.
Both teams shot comparable percentages from the floor, but it was Pitt State’s fouls that caused the
most trouble. The Lady Mavs hit 63 percent from the free throw line and 10 of their last 12 points came
from the free throw line. Pitt State made only 3-0f-13 free throw attempts in the second half.

UNO held the lead most of the first half, leading by as many as nine, 22-13, with 10:04 to go.
After the 10 minute mark, the Gorillas began to settle into their game and make a run. Pitt State
outscored the Lady Mavs 22-8 in the last 10 minutes of the first half to take a 35-30 lead at the break.
McCombs scored 14 of her 16 points in the 11 minutes she played in the first half.

Nebraska-Omaha came out ready to go in the second half, scoring 10 quick points in the first
3:13, while only allowing the Gorillas three. Pitt State was never able to overcome that run, though
the hung within four until the last minute of the game.

She also ranks ninth in rebounding (6.7 rpg), second in offensive
rebounds (3.6 orpg) and eighth in free throw percentage (.725, 100-for-138). Maya Onikute
is 12th in rebounding (6.0 rpg) and Larissa Richards is fourth in blocks (1.6 bpg).

PINK ZONE

Pittsburg State Women'’s Baskethall team joined with Mt. Carmel Regional Medical Center
and Jock’s Nitch Sporting Goods to host a Pink Zone game against Emporia State on Feb. 17.
The Pink Zone is an initiative of the Women’s Basketball Coaches Association and designed to
raise breast cancer awareness on the court, across campuses and in the community. The late
Kay Yow, former North Carolina State University head women’s basketball coach, served as
the catalyst for the initiative after her third reoccurrence of breast cancer in 2006.

According to the American Cancer Society, breast cancer is the second most common
and deadly form of cancer in women. Early detection has played a role in lowering the death
rate for breast cancer and increasing the number of survivors in the United States to nearly
2.5 million.

As part of the Pink Zone promotion players will wear special pink jerseys for the game.
Assilent auction for the jerseys will be held after the game, with the proceeds going to help
both the PSU scholarship fund and Mt. Carmel Regional Cancer Center. Fans are encouraged
to also wear pink to the game.

The Gorillas also participated in the Pink Zone initiative last season and raised $1,000.

The WBCA began the WBCA Pink Zone™, formerly known as “Think Pink’, in 2007 as
an initiative to raise breast cancer awareness in women's basketball, on campuses and in
communities. In 2007, more than 120 schools unified for this effort and helped make the
inaugural year a success. The 2009 campaign raised over $1.3 million, reached more than
912,000 fans, unified more than 1,600 participating teams and organizations, and saw
56+ schools break attendance records at their events. Participating schools are encouraged
to donate funds raised to the Kay Yow/WBCA Cancer Fund™ or to local cancer centers and
charities.

The NCAA also has joined the WBCA Pink Zone™ initiative by implementing the “Calling
for a Cure” campaign where all NCAA women'’s basketball officials will blow a pink whistle
February 12-21, 2009. Additionally, officials are encouraged to make a donation to the Kay
Yow/WBCA Cancer Fund™. The NCAA has raised more the $45,000 in the last two years
through their“Calling for a Cure” campaign.

The Missouri Southern and Pittsburg State Athletics Departments are proud to announce the
formation of the Sonic Trophy Series. The Sonic Trophy Series is a cooperative effort between
MSSU, PSU and Sonic to reward and honor the athletics department that performs the best
throughout the course of the year.

MCCOMBS NAMED MIAA

PLAYER OF THE WEEK

Pittsburg State senior forward Nicole McCombs was named
the Mid-America Intercollegiate Athletics Association
Women’s Basketball Athlete of the Week on Jan. 4.

McCombs averaged 17.0 points and 6.3 rebounds
per game in Pitt State’s three post-Christmas games
against Central Missouri, Northwest Missouri and Missouri
Southern. The senior from Richmond, Va., has been a crucial
part of Pitt State’s 5-1 conference start.

In only 19 minutes against Central Missouri, McCombs
scored 19 points, 11 in the second half and nine in the last
2:33 of the game. Against Northwest, she recorded a dou-
ble-double with 20 points and 10 rebounds, both season
highs. McCombs finished the week with 12 points and four
rebounds in the win over Missouri Southern.

For the season, McCombs is Pitt State’s second-lead-
ing scorer, averaging 12.6 points per game. She is the
team’s leading rebounder, averaging 6.6 boards per game.
McCombs is shooting .603 from the field and .750 from the
free throw line.

McCombs is the daughter of Michael and Fronnie
McCombs. She is majoring in psychology.

PRESEASON POLL
The Pittsburg State University women’s basketball team
drew the No. 3 pick by both conference coaches and media

representatives in the 2009-10 MIAA Preseason Polls,
released Tuesday (Oct. 27) at the Downtown Marriott.

The Gorillas received three first-place votes and 86
total points in balloting of the MIAA' 11 coaches. Pitt State
earned one first place vote and 236 points in voting among
28 regional media representatives.

Emporia State University earned the preseason No.
1 ranking in both polls, while Washburn University was
tabbed second in each poll.

Pitt State posted a breakthrough 20-9 record during the
2008-09 season, advancing to the semifinals of the MIAA
Tournament under second-year head coach Lane Lord.
The Gorillas notched their first 20-win season in a decade
and narrowly missed qualifying for the NCAA-II National
Tournament.

“I think expectations are very high in our third year,”
said Lord. “With the players we have returning, like Nicole
McCombs and DePrice Taylor, I think people are recognizing
that we have good quality depth. It is flattering to get three
first-place votes from the coaches and have our colleagues
recognize that we can compete and the top of the league.”

McCombs returns for her senior season after earning
first-team All-MIAA honors as a junior last year. She aver-
aged a team-leading 15.7 points and 7.2 rebounds per
game last seson.

“It is nice to see that Pitt State is gaining respect
among the coaches and media in the MIAA,” McCombs
said. “We appreciate the recognition, but hope to exceed
expectations.”

PSU IN EXHIBITION GAMES

The Gorillas played three exhibition games against teams
from the Big 12 Conference. The Gorillas went 0-3 in
those games, but got good experience against tough

competition.

Pitt State fell to Kansas, 86-56. Nicole McCombs led
the Gorillas with 11 points, while Maya Onikute and Larissa
Richards shared the rebounding lead with six a piece.

Against Nebraska, the Gorillas lost 68-54, but played
much better basketball. PSU trailed the Huskers by only
three points with 11 minutes left in the game. Drew Roberts
led the team with 17 points, while Laura Glenn led with
seven rebounds.

The Gorillas led Kansas State for most of the first half,
before poor shooting and turnovers helped them to a 89-61
loss to the Wildcats. McCombs again led the team in scoring,
this time with 12 points. Onikute was the leading rebounder
with nine.

Over the three exhibition games, Roberts led the team
with 12.3 ppg and hit eight threes. while shooting .412
from the floor. McCombs was the only other player aver-
aging double figures with 11.7 ppg. Maya Onikute led the
team with 5.7 rpg and 2.7 apg.

GORILLAS SIGN THREE

Pittsburg State University Women’s Basketball Coach Lane
Lord announced the signing of three student-athletes in the
early signing period on Thursday (Nov. 19.). Sara Molz, Katy
Cooper and Y'cedria Devers will play for the Gorillas begin-
ning in the 2010-11 season.

Cooper is a 6-2 forward from Stella, Mo. She is a stu-
dent at East Newton High School. She earned All-Big Eight
Conference honors last season as she helped East Newton to
a 17-11 record in 2009. Last season she averaged 14 points
and 12 rebounds per game. She has been a four-year starter
in both basketball and volleyball for the Patriots. Cooper is
undecided on a major. She is the daughter or Sara Camerer
and Steve Cooper.
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“Katy is very athletic," Lord said. “She runs the floor
well and blocks shots. She is very good in transition on both
offense and defense. She will add a lot of athleticism in the
post position.”

Y'cedria Devers is a 5-9 quard/forward from Bixby,
Oklahoma.

“Y'cedria is a combo guard who likes to get to the
basket,” Lord said. “She is a tremendous athlete who will
work well with our style of play.”

Sara Molz is a 5-4 point guard from Kiowa, Kan.
She attends South Barber High School. Last season she
averaged 13 points, 4.3 rebounds and 5.3 assists for the
Cheiftans. She helped her team to a third place finish in the
state in 2008 and a sub-state runner-up finish in 2009. She
has been named all-state three times. In addition to being
a four-year starter in basketball, Molz has also been a four-
year starter in volleyball and a two-year letterwinner in
track. She is the daughter of Ron and Kristi Molz and plans
to major in elementary education at Pittshurg State.
