
The camp will be divided into two age groups. The middle school group 

will allow the athlete to play and compete against other beginning and                   

intermediate players of their own age.  Individual skill competitions will 

be held. Emphasis will be on basic skill development and team con-

cepts. The elementary group is geared for the young player with lim-

ited experience.  Special attention is given to the development of basic 

skills as well as team concepts. Individual skill competitions will be 

held.  Morning sessions focus on fundamentals , afternoon sessions 

will be devoted to skill contests and competitions, and evening ses-

sions will be comprised of team games.
