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Harlon Hill Trophy Winner Danny Woodhead Headlines
2007 Football Gazette Preseason All-America Team

PITTSBURG, Kan. — Harlon Hill Trophy winning running back Danny Woodhead of Chadron State College
headlines a talented 2007 Don Hansen’s Football Gazette NCAA Division II Preseason All-America team.

Woodhead, a senior from North Platte, Neb., captured the Harlon Hill Trophy as the National Player of the
Year during a record-breaking 2006 season for the Eagles.  Woodhead set the NCAA all-division all-time single-
season rushing record, carrying the ball 344 times for 2,756 yards and 34 touchdowns.  He also set the NCAA-II
single-season scoring mark with 288 points.

Woodhead leads a senior dominated cast on the 2007 Preseason All-America list, with 85 seniors, 50
juniors and 18 sophomores comprising the elite group.  A total of 153 players representing all four geographic
regions of NCAA Division II were named to the 2007 Football Gazette Preseason All-America Team.
